The objective of Siddha, Ayurveda and unani
system is to counteract the imbalance of Tridoshas
(vata, pitta, kapha) which regularizes the normal
functions of the human body.

The Company SKM Siddha and Ayurvedha
Company (India) Limited was started as a Charity
Trust hospital by name SKM Health and Mind
Welfare Charity Trust in the year 1989 with the
blessings of Swami Vethathiri Maharishi, a
Spiritual Scientist based at Tamilnadu. The trust
hospital started the service by offering
consultations to the needy with Siddha Medicines.
The name SKM Stands for Mr. SKM. Maeilanandhan,
Chairman of SKM Group companies based at Erode,
Tamilnadu, who started his carrier as a General
Merchant in a Small village Modakkurichi, nearby
Erode and build a business domain of SKM Group
of Companies. The SKM Egg Products Export (1) Ltd.,
an 1SO, HACCP, SQF Certified Factory with NABL
accredited Laboratory exporting egg powder to 27
countries of Europe, Asia and also into the domestic
business of selling "SKM Best Egg" a value added



branded eggs. Since the demand and the need for
quality medicines scaled up and also as per the
Vision of our Managing Director Mr. SKM Shree
Shivkumar the trust was restructured into a Limited
Company and pharma infrastructures were
improvised with a project cost of INR 120 Million.
The installed production capacity is 1200 tonns per
annum, with the total staff strength of 350 Nos.
(2014) working down line under our Joint Managing
Director Mrs. Kumutaavalli Shivkumar who is
guiding and motivating the Staff to their excellence.

The SKM factory is endorsed with Drugs and
Cosmetics Act 1940, for 800 products including
Shastric and Proprietary Medicines of Ayurveda,
Siddha and Unani The Factory is also endorsed
with Good Manufacturing Practices Certification
(GMP) right from the year in 2002 and it is the first
factory in Tamilnadu to get this certificate. It has also
been certified with 1SO 9001 : 2008 for successful
implementation of Quality Management Systems.
The Medicines are prepared in a clean environment
by adopting highest degree of Plant hygiene and
personal hygiene, which paves the way for Product
hygiene. All GMP guidelines such as Standard
Operating Procedures, Batch Manufacturing
Records, In Process Controls and In House
Standards are stringently follwed which ensures
the efficacy and safety of the medicines.
The Quality Control and Quality Assurance Lab
along with the Production Department will go in
line with each other and
every step of the process
is being assured to deliver
quality medicine. With the

acres in Natural organic farming by using
Vermicomposit , Neem cakes , Pancha kavya and
othér standard practices under the Experts
supervision of Good agricultural practices (GAP).

Modern drying shed :

Raw materials :

The Raw materials
procured from various

by ISO and GMP (Good Manufacturing Practices )
guidelines for confirmation, purification and storage
practices by Quality assurance and Quality control
labs which facilitates the good shelf life .

Pudam
(Heating Process) :

The medicines are tightly
packed in the mudpots
sealed with clay cloth
layers and undergo heating process in well designed
pits made out of special fire bricks. The cowdung
which is used as fuel is also standardized for it size,
weight, foreign matter content , acidity for ensuring
the quantum of heat.
